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What have we been up to?

Math: In Math students finished up their unit on subtraction with regrouping. We are starting to work on rounding to the nearest ten and hundred. Along with rounding students are also learning how to estimate.
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Reading: Students have been reading “Penguin Chick”. The skill that we focused on was main idea and details. We continue to work on using our context clues to define hard vocabulary. Now we are starting to discuss fables, and are revisiting characters and the traits they display through the things they say and do in a story.

*Remember: Every student is responsible for getting 5 AR points per month. This is part of their reading grade. If students are reading 20-30 minutes every night achieving these points should not be difficult.

Science: In Science students are beginning to work on different animal life cycles. We will also be comparing and contrasting in this unit.
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Writing: After working on a class feature article about an animal, students are now beginning research on their own feature article. In technology class they will be putting this information into a power point.
